Slovesa CAN, MUST, MAY maji n ékolik spole €nych vlastnosti:

Nemaji neurcitek (neexistuje to can, to must).

Pro vSechny osoby jednotného i mnozného ¢isla maji stejny tvar (I can, you can).

Nasleduje po nich vyznamové sloveso v neurcitku ale bez "TO” (I can cook.).

Tézaci vétu tvofi obracenim slovosledu mezi podmétem a tvarem modalniho slovesa stejné
jako u pomocnych sloves to be, to have bez pouziti pomocnych slov (Can you cook? Must you
go now?).

Zapor tvofi pfidanim NOT bez pomocnych slov (I cannot cook, | may not smoke.).

Netvori zadné priibéhové Casy (neexistuje musting, maying,...).

Pouziva se ve
vyznamu "umim, dovedu, mohu, ovladam, jsem schopen”. V hovorové fe€i se pouziva i ve
vyznamu "smim”,

Vyjad fuje obvykle rozkaz nebo zékaz, konstatovani nevyhnutné povinnosti z hl ediska
mluv éiho, podm étu (neni nucen jinymi osobami nebo vn  &jSimi okolnostmi). Zapor se tvo i
nepravideln é. Toto sloveso p fekladame jako "musim”. Pro tento vyznam ma angli ¢tina jest é
sloveso "HAVE TO", se kterym se pracuje jako se slovesem pl novyznamovym.
