Budoucí dokonavý čas se vždy používá s časovým určením (by tomorrow, by the end of the 
month, by three o’clock, before you return, when he arrives, ...). Vyjadřuje děj, který se odehraje: 
 
1. do určitého stanoveného času (by next Tuesday) 
2. před jiným budoucím dějem (before you do it)
