1. Pomoci slov ENOUGH (dost) a TOO (pFiliS) se v angli¢tiné vyjadiuje dostatek a prebytek
pfi srovnavani. ENOUGH se klade pred podstatné jméno, ale za urcované pridavné jméno
nebo prislovce, TOO stoji pred pfidavnym jménem nebo prislovcem.

We are too lazy to exercise. (Jsme moc lini na to, abychom cvicili.)

He hasn’t got enough experience to do it. (Nema dost zkuSenosti na to, aby to udélal.)
He isn’t fast enough to catch me. (Neni dost rychly na to, aby mé chytil.)

| don’t know them well enough to ask. (Neznam je dost dobfe na to, abych se zeptala.)

2. Vazba neurcitku s TOO nebo ENOUGH se ¢asto pouziva s neosobnim podmétem:

This jacket is too thin to wear in the winter. (Ta bunda je moc slaba, aby se dala nosit
v zimé.)

This music is too sad to play at the party. (Tahle hudba je moc smutna na to, aby se dala
hrat na oslavé.)

This story isn’t good enough to publish, Tahle povidka neni dost dobra na to, aby se dala
vydat.

3. Pouzitim predlozkové vazby s FOR mizeme do véty uvést druhy podmét:

This car is too expensive for them to buy it. (Tohle auto je pfiliS drahé, aby si ho mohli
koupit.)

The tea is sweet enough for us to drink. (Ten ¢aj je dost sladky, abychom ho mohli pit.)
English is too difficult for John to learn it. (Anglictina je pfili§ obtizna na to, aby se ji John
naucil.)

This bag is too heavy for her to carry it. (Tahle taska je pfili$ tézka na to, aby ji ona nesla.)
This trip is cheap enough for me to buy it. (Tento zajezd je dost levny na to, abych si ho
koupil.)

This problem is easy enough for my father to solve. (Tento problém je dost snadny na to,
aby ho m{j otec vyresil.)
